Club offers teen events
The Regence Boys & Girls Club, which opened four months ago at the New Columbia housing development, is set to begin its Nightscape program for teens Oct. 5. The club, at 4430 N. Trenton St., is open to ages 13 to 18 from 7 p.m. to 11 p.m. on Friday and Saturday nights.
It will offer social and recreational activities and a safe place to hang out, “instead of being out on the street or at somebody’s house where they shouldn’t be,” says Nathan Johnson, the club’s unit director.
Johnson said he expects from between 100 to 150 teens to participate in the program at his site.
The teen room offers a big-screen TV, couches, tables for snacking and studying, four computer stations, a weight room, dance studio and a music video composition room the club hopes to equip soon.
Portland’s three other Boys & Girls Clubs also run Nightscape programs, which are free to teenagers (besides a $5 membership fee, which usually is waived), thanks to grants from the Portland Children’s Investment Fund and the Schnitzer family.
